4. FIRST AID

5. FIRE FIGHTING

Wear full protective clothing, goggles and respirator. Call fire brigade for all but small, immediately
controllable fires. Product is not ordinarily flammable, but packaging will burn. Do not breathe smoke.
Toxic fumes may be released. Keep containers cool by spraying with water. Extinguish source of fire,
preferably with dry inert powder, foam, carbon dioxide or water fog. Do not use a water jet. Contain
fire-fighting water, bunding as necessary.

6. ACCIDENTAL RELEASE

Wear coverall, face protection, rubber boots and suitable protective gloves as appropriate to the
situation. Prevent contamination of water. Inform local water plc immediately if product enters drains.
Inform Environment Agency/Scottish Environment Protection Agency if product enters surface or ground
waters. Absorb spillage with sand or other inert material. Collect up all contaminated material and
place in covered, labelled containers for disposal. Do not flush with water.

7. HANDLING AND STORAGE
Keep away from food, drink and animal feeding stuffs. Keep out of reach of children. Keep in original
container, tightly closed, in a safe place. Store in a cool, dry place. Protect from frost.

Wear suitable protective gloves when handling the concentrate or contaminated surfaces.
